Nebraska requires photo ID to vote in person. 

Common examples include: 

• NE driver’s license or ID
• Student ID from institution of 

higher education in NE

• Tribals ID
• Military ID issued by NE or 

US government

• Veterans Affairs ID

ID must have your name and photo

If you qualify for an exemption, 

sign a form (called a resonable 

impediment certificate).
